Bump-in Details 
Bump-in can occur from 9.00am onwards on Wednesday 17th September 2008. 
If necessary, exhibitors can forward material in advance to the Arts Centre.  Please advise if you will be doing this so that the Centre can be notified.
Please mark all material ALLA CONFERENCE – attention Brendon Ellmer
Exhibitors can claim their material, when they arrive at the venue, from Reception – ask for Brendon Ellmer.  Calls to check on the arrival of material should also be directed to Reception, tel. (08) 9380 3000.
Bump-out Details 
Exhibitors may commence dismantling their stands on Friday 19th September after the end of the lunch session or afternoon tea break, and all material should be removed by 5.00pm.

However, it may be possible to have some materials stored a little longer; if this is required, please contact Lisa Scott.  Materials can be stored only if packed into boxes no larger than 

1 metre square.
Table Display
(a) Cost of one display table: $AUD880 incl. GST 
(b) Furniture: each space will contain:

one white-clothed trestle table (approx. 240cm long and 75cm deep),

one notice board or partition, approximately 180cm wide,

two chairs.

If any of this is not required, or unsuitable, please advise Lisa Scott.  It may be possible to arrange other furniture (see below).
(c) Full catering, and attendance at all conference social functions, is already included for two people per stand.  Any additional personnel attending the display will need to purchase a conference registration at the normal rates.
(d) Display material: staples are unsuitable for attaching material to the notice boards.  The use of coarse velcro tape (or velcro dots) should be sufficient in most cases. 
(e) Conference registration: registration is NOT included for exhibitors.  Any exhibitors wishing to attend sessions will need to register for the conference and pay the appropriate registration fee.  Please also refer to the Sponsorship Opportunities document.
Exhibition Rules
(a) No advertising material, such as banners, is allowed outside the designated stand area. 
(b) Excessive noise which may inconvenience other exhibitors or the conference will not be allowed. 
(c) There should be no unauthorised obstructions of any kind in the passages or walkways.
(d) While companies are encouraged to pursue novel methods of attracting people to their stand, signs, walls or practices which in the opinion of the organisers disadvantage other exhibitors or detract from the exhibition, will be discouraged. 

(e) If due to any unseen circumstances, it is found necessary to close the exhibition on any day, or to vary the exhibition hours, the organisers reserve the right to do so at their sole discretion.
(f) No exhibitor shall occupy their stand at the exhibition until all monies owed by them to the organisers have been paid in full.
Equipment Hire

The following equipment can be hired on your behalf and the costs billed to your stand:
furniture 
audio-visual equipment 
Internet access
Wireless internet can be provided to any stand provided you advise us on your application form.  The cost for this is $85 per stand.
Parking 
Exhibitors and attendees have access to limited parking at the venue.  We have been advised that this starts filling up around 8am, so if you wish to make use of these facilities you are advised to arrive early.  The Arts Centre is well serviced by public transport.
Accommodation 

Accommodation arrangements are at the exhibitors’ own discretion.
Public Liability Insurance 
The Subiaco Arts Centre and the Conference both have Public Liability Insurance.  However, it is wise for exhibitors to also have their own Public Liability Insurance to cover any unforeseen incidents associated with their displays.
Insurance 
Whilst the Subiaco Arts Centre will provide reasonable security during the exhibition, neither the organisers, nor the Centre, nor any of their staff, employees, agents or other representatives shall be held accountable, responsible or liable for any damage, and the same are released from accountability, responsibility or liability for any damage, loss, harm or injury however caused to persons or property of the exhibitor or the exhibitor’s staff, employees, agents or other representatives, nor to goods or other property sent off in transit to the Centre or remaining there after the exhibition. 
NB: Exhibitors should consult their own insurance companies for proper coverage on their exhibition equipment and displays (especially audio-visual or computer equipment). 
Payment of Stand Rental & Hired Goods/Service 
Payment of the stand rental fee is required on initial booking to secure a space.
